Course Description: This is a course in the theory and practice of human interaction, including the 
study of self-concept, perception, listening, creating and developing relationships, conflict 
management, as well as verbal and non-verbal communication. *This course is a 3-credit hour 
semester course and it is transferable. 
 
Course requirements: Students will be required to log into the online classroom on a regular 
basis, perform critical thinking, and go online to seek out resources not provided in the textbook.

Late Work, Make-Up, and Extra-Credit Policy:  
This is NOT a self-paced course!! It is the student’s responsibility to know and keep up with due 
dates and deadlines. Late assignments may be accepted and makeup tests allowed, IF AND ONLY 
IF: (a) you make every effort possible to contact me PRIOR TO the due date and time, (b) you 
provide official documentation to verify your explanation as to why you could not turn in your 
assignment, and (c) documentation is official (i.e., written on official stationary or letterhead, and 
signed by the appropriate authority). Informal notes from your mother/father/friend/roommate do 
not qualify as appropriate documentation. If you do not meet the above criteria, you will receive a 
ZERO for your assignment or test.  
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All deadlines are posted on the schedule. Be aware of these deadlines as it is your responsibility 
to hand in all assignments, submit speeches, and complete tests by the deadline. 
 
Attendance Policy:  
This course is designed to enable you to access information and complete assignments at times 
that are convenient to your schedule. This does not mean you may pop in and out whenever you 
feel like it. Failure on your part to take online tests, respond to group discussions, or submit any 
assignment or speech by the deadline, will be recorded as absences. If you have trouble reading 
and following directions, this class is not for you! 
 
If you miss more than 2 weeks turning in work, you cannot receive full credit for the course. Please 
remember, your participation will be noted. I will monitor your progress weekly via assignments 
and the weekly check-in. Even though this is an on-line course, absenteeism still hinders the 
learning process and may result in your failing this course. 
 
Communicating with your instructor:  
ALL electronic communication with the instructor must be through your COM email. Due to 
FERPA restrictions, faculty cannot share any information about performance in the class through 
other electronic means. (Faculty may add additional statement requiring monitoring and
