Course Description: (catalog description):

This course is open to all students and is designed to give the student a general survey of the
principal styles, form, composers and their works of American music including blues, ragtime, jazz,
and contemporary art music. Out-of-class listening required. May be used for the fine art credit for

education majors. Prerequisite: CPT Reading 62/ READ 0340.

In addition, this course meets the College's fine arts core requirement is open to all students and is
designed to give the student a general survey of the principal styles, forms, composers and their works
of American music including blues, ragtime, jazz, and contemporary art music. Out-of-class listening
required. May be used for the fine art credit for education majors. Prerequisite: TSI 346 reading or

equivalent developmental course.

Students are expected to work through each course module including reading, journal assignments,
discussions, quizzes, and module exams. In addition, students will do one paper (concert report) and
a group project (groups to be assigned later in the semester.

Important note: You are not allowed to stop and restart the timed assessments. They MUST be
completed in a single sitting.

You are allowed two attempts on each of the quizzes and the higher grade is the one your will
receive.

All assessments are timed!
e Quizzes are 45 minutes.
e Module exams are 90 minutes.
You are allowed only one attempt on module exams.
Be prepared for technical issues while taking assessments. If you have a problem with blackboard or
your internet you need to contact support and/or myself right away. I will help as best I can. Don’t start

any timed quiz or exam unless you are certain of a good connection. You should never try to take them
on your phone.

Writing in an academic fashion:

When answering questions, journal prompts, or any other kind of writing assignment, you must write
as if I do not know the question.

Do not begin any answers with yes or no. You must thoroughly explain your position and support it
with examples or facts.

You must use one of two formats. You may number your answers and separate them with a space or
you may indent and use paragraph format. Either is acceptable as long as you follow the previous
instructions.

It is important to write in an “academic” fashion. Do not use text speak or any kind of short hand. You
must use complete sentences, proper grammar, and punctuation. How you speak to your friends is not
how you should write. Think of how something might be written in a text book for a college class.

* Journal Entries: I will take journal entries up to 1 week past the original due date (excluding Journal
#15). For each calendar day the assignment is late, you will lose 2 points from your score.

* Unit Exams: For each minute you take over the allotted time, 1 point will be deducted from your
score. Late submissions must adhere to the late break policy listed above.
